a) If the Principal has disqualified the Bidder(s) from the tender process prior
to the award according to Section 3, the Principal is entitled to demand and
recover the damages equivalent to Earnest Money Deposit/Bid Security.

The Monitor is not subject to instructions by the representatives of the
parties and performs his functions neutrally and independently. He reports to
the Chairman & Managing Director, BL.

The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) accepts that the Monitor has the right to access
without restriction to all project documentation of the Principal including that
provided by the Contractor. The Contractor will also grant the Monitor, upon
his request and demonstration of a wvalid interest, unrestricted and
unconditional access to his project documentation. The same is applicable to
Subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the
information and documents of the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Subcontractor(s)
with confidentiality.

The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all
meetings among the parties related to the Project provided such meetings could
have an impact on the contractual relations between the Principal and the
Contractor. The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such
meetings.

As soon as the Monitor notices, or believes to notice, a violation of this
agreement, he will so inform the Management of the Principal and request the
Management to discontinue or take corrective action, or to take other relevant
action.

Monitor shall be entitled to compensation on the same terms as being
extended to / provided to Independent Directors on the BL Board.

If the Monitor has reported to the CMD, BL, a substantiated suspicion of an
offence under relevant IPC/PC Act, and the CMD, BL has not, within the
reasonable time taken visible action to proceed against such offence or
reported it to the Chief Vigilance Officer, the Monitor may also transmit this
information directly to the Central Vigilance Commissioner.

(i) The word 'Monitor' would include both singular and plural.

Section 9 - Pact Duration
